GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

A General Membership Meeting of Tru-Mah-Col AEYC was held on February 22, 2011 at the Austintown Library.

The meeting was called to order by Executive Director, Teresa Furniss at 6:00pm.  She welcomed all who were present and introduced the Board of Directors.

Teresa introduced Kirk Noden of the Mahoning Valley Organizing Collaborative. He addressed the membership concerning the current budget problems facing the state and contributing causes to these problems.  Kirk explained what the Governor’s response is to these problems and what the MVOC advocates as a response which he considers to be a more balanced approach.
Teresa introduced Susan Blasko from groundWork, an advocacy group that supports the education, physical, social, and emotional development of young children.  She discussed the cuts to early childhood that were made in the last budget and what early childhood educators could do to inform legislators of the importance of keeping early childhood programs.
